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The Highlands and Islands Educational Trust is governed by the Education (Scotland) Act 1962 and the Highlands and Islands Educational Trust Scheme 1969.  Each year the Governors of the Trust award bursaries to pupils who are living in the Highlands and Islands area and who are about to embark on courses of Higher or Further Education.  

Bursaries are awarded on academic merit and are judged primarily on the results of the applicant’s SQA examinations which the secretary will request from the school in August. A specific award may be made to candidates who are speakers and/or students of Gaelic.  In determining the amount of awards the Governors may take into account parental income, domestic circumstances and other relevant considerations.

I hope that you will nominate some of your pupils for awards this year.  I attach an application form, Head Teacher’s Report form and poster.  If you would like a hard copy of these forms please let me know.  Please note that all application forms must be accompanied by a Head Teacher’s report.  The Governors meet in September of each year and successful applicants are informed shortly afterwards.
