 This report evaluates current practice in learning, teaching and achievement in literacy and English in 
early learning and childcare settings and schools in Scotland.  It highlights good practice and important 
areas for further development.  The report identifies an agenda for raising attainment, in support of the 
Scottish Government’s current priorities.  It is intended to be used as a reflective tool to help staff 
identify their own next steps in raising standards of literacy, reducing inequity and closing the 
attainment gap.
