Welcome to Term 2 in Primary 1. I hope you have had a lovely and restful holiday. We have another busy term ahead of us. 
Our topic this term is ‘Staying Safe in Our Community’ Through this topic we will be developing our knowledge and understanding of our local community and some of the different roles people play within it to keep us safe. We will be learning about how to stay safe in our community, with a particular focus on road safety.
Within Language and Literacy we will be continuing to develop our knowledge and understanding of sounds, following the Jolly Phonics Programme. We will be learning to identify the sound in words and how it is formed. The children’s sound book will be updated after each new sound. Please take time at home to go over the sound, action and formation. The songs associated with each sound can be found if you google ‘Jolly Phonics songs’. We will also be starting to learn common tricky words. 
This term we will be starting reading. Your child’s reading will be heard three times a week and they will get two reading books a week. Please ensure you take time to read the book with your child. You may also add comments regarding their reading in their reading record. 
In Maths and Numeracy we will continue to be developing our understanding of numbers to 10: ordering numbers, counting and calculating one more and one less. We will also be developing our knowledge and understanding of positional language and data handling.
In Primary 1 we will have P.E. on a Wednesday, Thursday and Friday. Please ensure your child has a named P.E. kit for these days and ensure that earrings are either covered or taken out. 
This term we, along with the other P1 class and P6L will be performing in the nativity service on the Friday 20th of December (the last day of term) at Summerhill Church. Parents and guardians and welcome to come along and see our performance.
