‘FOOD FEST’
Second year pupils at Arbroath High School recently took part in the school’s first ever ‘Food Fest’ celebrating “all that is good about food in Angus”.  Organised by the Home Economics Department, well-known local food producers and suppliers gave up their time to promote and make the pupils aware of local, seasonal and nutritional benefits of food on their own doorstep…
 
‘MASTER CHEF’
Top chef Garry Watson, of Gordon’s Restaurant in Inverkeilor has been working with the Home Economics Department in Arbroath High School since September 2010…
 
MICRO-TYCO BUSINESS CHALLENGE
Micro-Tyco is an exciting enterprise challenge which will run in November 2012.  Teams ‘apply’ to WildHearts for ‘seed capital’; a micro-loan of £1.  Once the clock starts on November 1st they have one month to turn it into as much money as possible.  On November 30th the team with the most money wins.  The challenge is open to schools, colleges, universities, clubs and companies.  Companies are encouraged to partner with a local school and collaborate to exchange knowledge, encouragement and pool resources…
