2. MINUTE OF PREVIOUS MEETING

3. PUPIL  REVIEW
Guided by Mrs Robertson, the pupils gave us an update on some of their work from this year. 

· Rory and Mack (P1) have been practising reading, learning sounds and how to move sounds around to make words, tricky words and have enjoyed their projects such as the winter Olympics topic, when they made models of winter sports. They have been working co-operatively in P1.

· Christie and Orla (P2) showed us some of their wonderful Lego movies that they created on the ipad using an app and playmobile figures. They worked with partners and the class made 10 movies. They look forward to there hopefully being a movie club next year.

· Megan (P3) told us about her class science experiment, using cress to demonstrate that plants need light and water to grow, they recorded the progress of their plants daily for a week. 

· Lilly (P3) showed us her beautiful topic book and rainforest in a shoe box that she created as her homework task for the rainforest topic. P3 also enjoyed learning about the Egyptians.

· Chloe (P4/5) really enjoyed doing her first mini topic and power point presentation. She showed us her excellent power point presentation on the Titanic. 

· Adam (P6) showed us his fantastic, thoroughly researched and entertaining documentary about the second World War and the home front. 

· Erin (P5/6) enjoyed her trip to Monikie, even though it was wet! She hadn't been looking forward to raft building, but did it and really enjoyed it. The class also looked at Brazil as one of their topics this year.

· Iona (P4/5) liked the class trip to Montrose basin including the nature studies, digging for crabs in the sand. 

· Claire (P4/5) enjoyed running fast as sports day

· Charlie (P3) liked the sports too, including all the commonwealth events. He enjoyed winning his gold medals! The events brought out out competitive sides and Friockheim Primary came second out of the five schools participating. 

This demonstrated well some of the varied ways of sharing and consolidating learning used by pupils in the school.

4. PUPIL COUNCIL REVIEW

· Abbie enjoyed getting to talk in front of everyone this year as a member of the pupil council, especially using the microphone! She presented at the last parent council meeting.

· Amber most enjoyed being involved in organising the commonwealth open afternoon.

· Angus enjoyed talking on the microphone and creating the word clouds. 

· The pupil council members were taken to see a BMX stunt show as a reward for all their hard work this year. They all learned skills in speaking up and sharing ideas and all demonstrated a commitment to do their best. They have been looking at catalogues to get some ideas of how to improve our playgrounds next year.

· The pupil council agreed that the change to being able to play in any playground is much better, and  Mrs Robertson said that behaviour in the playground on the first few days of trying this has been very good.

5. PARENT COUNCIL CHAIRPERSON UPDATE

Alison updates us about the 'Clubs, Hubs and Thingumybubs' leaflet that was developed by members of the Parent Council this year. She specifically thanked Ann Anderson for all her hard work gathering all the information needed to complete the leaflet and Mrs Galloway for collating all the information into a leaflet. The leaflet has been handed out in to all the new nursery intake and is to be included in the playgroup welcome pack. A copy will be sent home with all pupils at the start of the new term. Leaflets will also be available in the co-op, chemist and health centre in the village. The challenge will be ensuring that the information and contact details are kept up to date.

Mrs Robertson is keen to  make use of the contacts in the leaflet, such as seeing if pupils can help with gardening projects in the community and to see if members of groups may be interested in coming into school to help, e.g. teaching needlework skills. 

Alison concluded that she was looking forward to working more closely with the pupil council next year and raising funds for the playground.

6. PTA FUNDRAISING UPDATE
Nina Ledlie, PTA Treasurer informed us that a total of £1,600.84 has been raised this year  from SG Baker, The Co-op Bingo, the shopping night, the raffles at the Christmas shows, the Halloween discos and cake and candy stalls.

£1,445 has been spent this year, on Christmas presents and buses for trips and events. The cost of buses is high with the PTA contributing £1,179 to buses this year.

The balance of the PTA account is  £1,299.
