MATTERS ARISING
a) Internet Safety Event

b) First Aid/Heartstart

Mr B Pandrich reported that the defibrillator would be purchased in June, and in situ for the start of the new session on August.
c) Bicycles

Mr B Pandrich suggested a protocol for useage of the bicycles, and advised of two teachers who were willing to act as instructors. 

The PE Department had recognised the positive benefits of the bicycles, and the possibility of forming links with cycling clubs was being explored. In this respect, Mr D Duthie had requested to borrow bicycles for outings involving the Webster’s High Bicycle Club.
