[bookmark: _Toc475604297]Funding to Support Armed Forces Community (UK)
The Ministry of Defence (MOD) has launched a new funding round under its Armed Forces Community Covenant Small Grant Scheme. The aim of the National Covenant Fund is to support the armed forces community. Funding of up to £20,000 is available to support the integration of the armed force personnel within their community and the coordination and delivery of support services. 
Registered charities, community interest companies, local authorities, schools, and armed forces units with a UIN can apply as long as they have experience and a track record of working with the Armed Forces Community, and a real understanding of the issues facing the Armed Forces Community. Applicants should consult their local Covenant Partnership before applying. In the past, Sir Oswald Stoll Foundation in London received £19,500 to work with local schools on WW1/WW2 projects, arrange tours of their locations, meet the support workers and veterans, share archives of the history of the organisation.
There are no deadlines and eligible organisations are welcome to submit their application at any time during 2017.

From the 1st March 2017 schools, youth groups, not for profit organisations and charities will be able to apply for a grant from the Henry Smith Charity' Holiday Grants programme. The programme provides access to recreational trips or holidays for groups of children less than 13 years of age who experience disadvantage or who have disabilities. Applications can be made for grants towards a single trip, which could be a day trip or a longer residential of up to seven days in length. 
This could be to a countryside or city location but must be outside of the children's immediate locality. Examples include camping, trips to adventure activity centres or the seaside. Grants of between £500 and £2,500 are available; to cover a maximum of two thirds of the cost of a holiday or trip, the remainder of the funding must be raised elsewhere. Recent schools that have received funding are:
· All Saints Catholic Primary School that received £1,500 towards a two-night trip to Wales for a group of disadvantaged children from Merseyside;
· Bedford Community Primary School that received £2,500 towards a three-night trip to an outdoor activity centre in Cumbria for a group of school children from a deprived area of Merseyside; and
· Cross Gates Primary School that received £2,500 towards a two-night trip to London for a group of disadvantaged children from Leeds.
Applications for trips that take place between the 1st May and the 30th June 2017 will be accepted between the 1st March and the 19th May, decisions are made on a first come-first served basis (within the application periods stated) until funds are spent.

Constituted community groups in the UK can apply for grants of up to £1,000 for projects which improve their local area. Growing a Greener Britain has been set up by idverde UK, a nationwide contractor that creates and maintains parks and open spaces across the UK, to help fund community projects in publicly-owned parks and open spaces across Britain. 
The type of local areas that can be improved include but are not limited to improvements or modifications to publicly-accessible parks; work in state school grounds; green open spaces including green spaces in social housing schemes; and improvement of disabled access. For example, a group of group of local parents in South Norwood Lake took ownership of their local playground to turn it into a great place for local children and parents. They received £700.
There are no application deadlines and applications are accepted on a rolling basis.

The Institute of Mathematics has announced that individuals working in Schools, Colleges of Further Education (FE) and Higher Education Institutes (HEIs) can apply for funding of up to £600 to run or attend an educational activity relating to mathematics. Activities supported include hosting a mathematics event, e.g. Maths Trails, Maths Competitions; attendance at appropriate conferences; travel expenses to attend appropriate events; or supply cover required for the teacher to attend the appropriate event; etc. 
Examples of projects that have received funding are: 
· Help support the cost of running a one-day event for post-primary school teachers in mathematics at Queen's University Belfast; 
· Funding for six pupils to attend the 'Maths in the Pipeline' event, organised by SETPoint Scotland North;
· Grant towards the cost of running a Think Maths workshop for 90 Year 9 students; and 
· Develop the Maths Arcade resources for a Key Stage 3 audience and links between STEM clubs in Merseyside.
Applications from primary schools are also welcome, but due to the aims of the Institute, primary schools should work in partnership with a secondary school, FE or HEI. Priority will be given to applications from members of the Institute. If the applicant is not a member of the Institute the name of a co-applicant who is a member must be given.

The Committee also makes awards to groups and schools and museums organising lectures or study days on Roman themes, and has recently made money available for archaeology fieldwork bursaries. 
Schools that have recently been awarded funding include Hereford Cathedral School that received funding to run weekly Latin masterclasses; and the Sir Robert Hitcham CEVAP School Robert which received a grant to help Year 4 pupils study aspects of the Roman invasion and its impact. 
Applications from schools planning to start courses in Latin are particularly welcome. Grants usually range from £50 to £500.

The Prince's Countryside Fund will re-open for applications on the 13th March 2017. Each year the fund makes £1 million available and organisations and charities that are helping to protect and sustain Britain's farming and rural communities are able to apply for funding of up to £50,000. 
To be considered for funding projects need to contribute to one of three countryside issues, these are to improve the prospects of viability for family farm businesses; sustain rural communities and drive economic vibrancy; and support aid delivery in emergency and building resilience. Funding will be available for both capital and revenue costs. 
Applicants can be social enterprises, not-for profit organisations, charities and Community Interest Companies; etc. Previous projects supported include Oathall Community College Farm which received funding towards a new farm shop and providing work experience for over 200 students and Crossgates Community Primary School a small primary school that is introducing pupils to the principles of growing food.

The Royal Society has announced that its Partnership Grant scheme will re-open for applications in May 2017. Through the scheme grants of up to £3,000 are available for STEM (science, technology, engineering and mathematics) projects run at a primary or secondary school or college in partnership with a professional scientist or engineer. The aim is to make the teaching of science more interesting within primary and secondary schools. 
The Partnership grants scheme forms partnerships to allow teachers to increase their scientific knowledge and to give scientists and engineers the chance to develop their communication skills and engage with enquiring young minds. Any UK primary or secondary school teacher or practicing scientist/engineer can apply as long as the students involved in the project are between 5 and 18. 
Examples of previously funded projects include:
· Germoe, Godolphin, Marazion and Sithney Primary Schools in Cornwall, who received a grant of £3,000 for the identification of pests & biological pest controls in indoor salad crops; and 
· St Mary's CE Primary School pupils who made a bridge out of newspapers and studied all types of bridges, making models and testing them.

Primary and secondary schools, FE colleges and youth groups that have an established partnership with a similar organisation in Germany can apply for a grant of up to £1,500 to help fund celebrations of their partnership. Grants can be used towards activity-related costs, e.g. materials, resources, dissemination activities; and travel, accommodation and subsistence costs related to the celebratory activity. Applications from clusters of schools or youth groups or cross-sector clusters are also welcome. 
Priority will be given to schools and groups who have not previously received funding from UK-German Connection. Applicants must contribute at least 25% of the overall eligible activity costs through participants' contributions and other sources of funding. Thus, Durham County Council and Kreis Wesel turned their diamond jubilee into a creative art competition: they got schools aboard to create a design for a donkey statue, the symbol of the Kreis Wesel.

UK schools that wish to organise reciprocal visits to their existing partner schools in France can apply for funding of up to £5,000 through the Lefèvre Trust. The Trust must involve pupils aged 11 - 19 that work with their partner school on joint curriculum based projects. The programme aims to give more young people the knowledge, skills and understanding to work not only bilaterally but in a global context - and contribute responsibly to society - locally and globally. 
The British Council will accept grant applications from schools, sixth form colleges and comparable institutions providing full-time general, vocational, technical or special needs education. Both private and government institutions are eligible to apply. For example, Barr's Hill School, Coventry received funding to liaise with Collège Roland Vaudatin near Saint Malo, France.

UK Schools that have partnerships with a German School can apply for funding of up to £5,000 to undertake work experience and / or enterprise related projects. Themes for joint project work could include topics such as international business; cross-cultural skills; and Entrepreneurship, etc. The project or work experience activities must take place within the context of a UK-German school partnership where at least 10 pupils from both schools are participating in mutual visits. Grants provided can support costs such as travel and accommodation for reciprocal partner visits, project resources and joint activities and will be a contribution to the overall costs. 
Previous partnerships supported include St. Columb's College Derry, Northern Ireland, and IGS Langenhagen, Hannover for their "Fit for a global world" project. This project involved 24 UK and German students and aimed to raise awareness of the importance of languages for the global economy as well as allow students to gain experience in the world of work in a foreign country. 
Applicants must contribute at least 25% of the overall eligible activity costs through participants' contributions and other sources of funding.

For example, the Dukeries Academy, Newark and Gesamtschule Rheydt-Mülfort, Mönchengladbach took part in a cross-curricular project involving their local communities to investigate how can local transport infrastructure be made more sustainable and environmentally friendly. 
Grants provided through the Challenge Fund grant can support costs such as travel and accommodation for reciprocal partner visits, project resources and joint activities and will be a contribution to the overall costs. Applicants must contribute at least 25% of the overall eligible activity costs through participants' contributions and other sources of funding. 
The deadline for the Challenge Fund is the 31st May 2017.

There is no maximum or minimum project cost but based on previous projects focused on inactivity in colleges, Sport England expect most applications will have total project costs of between £50,000 and £160,000. Projects that fall outside this range will also be considered, but applicants must clearly describe the reason for these costs in the application. There is a minimum cash partnership funding contribution of 15% for all projects. The funding is available both for employing additional members of staff to achieve the desired project outcomes and for supporting activities aimed at engaging inactive students. This can include hire of facilities, the purchase of equipment, the hiring of coaches and promotion.

Schools and colleges can apply for grants of up to £1,000 to run chemistry activities. The funds which are made available by the Royal Society of Chemistry, are targeted at activities run at schools and colleges outside the normal science timetable. Activities should be focussed on generating interest in chemistry in all ability levels or which may provide opportunities to stretch and challenge the already able and motivated students. Applications from existing chemistry clubs looking to expand/ enhance activities would be welcome as would those from schools and colleges interested in starting a new club. An application would need to indicate how the longevity of the proposal was ensured and how best practice and experience from it might be shared within and between other (perhaps feeder) schools. The application must be made by a teacher at a primary or secondary school. Applications can be submitted at any time.

Grants are available to support schools and registered charities that wish to undertake educational work with children and young people in disadvantaged areas. The British & Foreign Schools Society (BFSS) normally makes grants for educational projects totaling about £600,000 in any one year. The majority (85% of grants) are made to charities and educational bodies (with charitable status). Schools wishing to apply need to have either charitable status or "exempt charity" status. 
Previous projects supported include:
· Groundwork Greater Nottingham which received a grant of £26,624 for family developmental play sessions for children in temporary hostels, helping to rebuild bonds disrupted through their re-settlement; 
· Afghan Association Paiwand (AAP) which received a grant of £33,240 towards a new Saturday school in the deprived area of Colindale, North London. Paiwand aims to benefit the refugee and asylum community in the UK, not just Afghan; and
· Lyric Hammersmith a charity in Hammersmith which received a grant of £5,000 for a programme of work for schools in West London to enable disadvantaged children to engage in regular cultural activity.

Schools can apply for grants of up to £1,000 through the Society for Microbiology Education and Outreach grants programme. The funding is available to promote microbiology and / or to support the teaching of microbiology in schools.
A variety of educational activities to promote microbiology will be considered for support. These might include organising a visit to or from a working microbiologist; running a school- or college-based science week activity (e.g. hands-on or programme of talks); supporting microbiology activities in an out-of-school science club; buying materials and equipment outside of normal department resources to support a microbiology activity (no more than £500 can be used toward large equipment such as microscopes and incubators); and a class visit to a microbiology laboratory to carry out activities.

Hallmoor Parents Teachers Friends Association and Mayfield School were amongst some of the Parent Teacher Associations and schools that have recently received funding through the True Colours Trust UK Small Grants Programme. 
Through the programme, charities and projects with a charitable purpose can apply for funding that supports disabled children and their families. Grants of up to £10,000 are usually available for hydrotherapy pools; multi-sensory rooms; mini buses; young carers projects; sibling projects; and bereavement support. Other projects supported in the past include Friends of Sherwood Park who received a grant of £5,000 towards the creation of the multi-sensory outdoor environment; and Roddensvale Parents & Friends Association who received a grant of £5,000 towards the costs of refurbishing its sensory room.  Applications can be submitted at any time.

Schools considering buying new tablets, laptops or desktop devices this year could save thousands of pounds by taking advantage of a new deal developed by the Department for Education (DfE) and Crown Commercial Services (CCS). To qualify, schools need to submit their requirements for new devices by 10th February 2017. CCS will then work with suppliers to get the best price and notify the school after the contract is awarded on 28th March 2017. Schools can then place orders and arrange payment at the agreed price. 
This is the first in an ongoing programme of CCS deals to help schools save money and make the best use of their resources. Future procurements are scheduled for: late April to early May (to allow for summer delivery of devices), autumn 2017 and spring 2018.

[bookmark: _Toc475604325]One Stop Carriers for Causes Grants (England, Scotland & Wales)
Schools as well as other local organisations can apply for grants of up to £1,000 through Carriers for Causes grants programme. The Carriers for Causes grants programme is funded through the money raised from the 5p bag charge in One Stop stores. 
The types of projects funded is very broad and could include organising a sports events; purchasing items to run a project such as specialised football/cricket /netball kit, arts and craft materials for a workshop, kitchen equipment for a healthy eating project; improvements to community buildings such as painting, refurbishing buildings such as hospices, scout or guide huts, school building, community centres; and improvements to external spaces such as schools gardens, disabled access projects and food growing projects; etc.  Examples of projects that recently received funding are:
· Weedon Scout Group for new camping equipment;
· St Oswalds RC Primary School in South Shields for developing the foundation stage for an outdoor den area; and
· West Swindon Family and Community Project for Community Play Resources.
To be eligible to apply the schools needs to be within two miles of a One Stop Shop. Carriers for Causes is a rolling programme and schools can apply for funding at any time. Applications are shortlisted on a quarterly basis for panel decision which will take place every three months. Applicants will generally know the outcome of their application within 16 weeks of applying.

UnLtd, the charity for Social Entrepreneurs, has announced, that young people between the ages of 16 and 24 can apply for funding from the Spaces for Change "Do It Awards". 
The programme will support young people to start and run social ventures that unlock the potential of unused or under-utilised spaces for the benefit of the local community, especially other young people. The programme is offering 100 awards between 2016 and 2019 of between £501 and £5,000 project funding. In addition, young people will receive the support of a dedicated award manager, cohort support and peer to peer networking opportunities for sharing knowledge and learning. Anyone over the age of 18 who applies must be willing to crowdfund a minimum of £100 via Spacehive. 
For example, Well Grounded, a social venture matching speciality coffee shops with budding Baristas, received funding. They are all trained by the organisation, giving people the skills to find long-term employment. The closing date for applications is the 24th April 2017.
