	The tasks below are optional and will not be ‘marked’. They should encourage discussion and learning at home about literacy, numeracy, health and wellbeing and other curricular areas. They also provide the opportunity for learning in and around the home and local community. They can be done in any order and recorded in any way you choose. If you take photos, create work or write anything down we’d love you to share it with us.


	Numeracy

Estimate how many words there are on a page of your favourite book.  

Remember – it doesn’t need to be an exact amount.  An approximate answer will do.

	Literacy

Practise your weekly spelling words using the method: Look/Say/Cover/Write/Check.

Look up any words you are unsure of in a dictionary and write a sentence to show you understand what they mean.
	Health & Wellbeing

Compare the information on different food labels of products at home.  What key features do you notice?
How might these features influence the products that we buy?


	Topic

Look on the packaging of some Fairtrade products to see where they have come from. Visit the food miles calculator to find out, how far it has travelled to reach our plate?    www.foodmiles.com 
	Home & Community

Do at least one task each day to help out at home:

e.g.,    Wash the dishes

Help out with laundry

Do the recycling

Keep your room tidy!

	Gather a selection of coins (including £2, £1, 50p, 20p, 10p, 5p, 2p and 1p).  Select six to eight coins, work out the total, then record and round it to the nearest 10 pence or the nearest pound.
	Write a letter to the Head Teacher to persuade them to switch to Fairtrade products in the staff room.  Remember to make the reason(s) you think this should happen clear and include facts to support your point of view.
 
	Record how long you spend on a screen each day. Calculate your total for the week then convert it into hours and minutes.
