Active Friends 

Throughout the year, a group of P7 boys have been working with Mrs Radford to design and create a conflict resolution system, Active Friends, to help all pupils develop the skills to resolve disputes and fall outs in a restorative way; in other words finding a Win-Win solution where an agreement is reached with which both children are happy. The boys have designed and made Win-Win mats which talk the pupils through a series of steps so they can resolve their differences with their friends and get back on friendly terms. 
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 The Active Friends programme has been introduced across the school and all pupils in P4-6 have been invited to become an Active Friend.  The Active friends is being trialled this term and will be ready to go live next session, and parents will be invited to the school to find out more about how the Active Friend programme works, along with the benefits for the pupils, staff, parents and learning.

This month we had our biggest turn out ever for the Diamond Tea ever with fifty five children attending the P1-3 tea and forty attending the P4-7 session.
