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The purpose of this document is to provide generic guidance to centres and practitioners in reporting on learning and progress to parents, carers and others. It provides support and advice to practitioners on using the terms developing, consolidating and secure to describe progress within a level.

The curriculum level pages identify the significant aspects of learning for the relevant curriculum area. In order to make a judgement that a child is secure, consideration must be given to ALL four bullet points below which form the definition of secure. These will help staff in reporting 

Secure

• has achieved a breadth of learning across almost all of the experiences and  outcomes for the level, including any significant aspects of the curriculum area

• has responded consistently well to the level of challenge set out in these experiences and outcomes 

• has moved forward to more challenging learning in some aspects;

• has applied what he/she has learned in new and unfamiliar situations.

Planning Learning
A key element of being secure is the ability for pupils to discuss, investigate, present and explore their learning. It is therefore essential that this is taken into account when planning the variety of learning experiences - with pupils being given the opportunity to say, make, write and do.
Assessment

Assessment is part of the planned learning experience. It involves professional judgements about what, when and why we assess and draws on existing standards and expectations.

Assessment practices need to provide a wide range of evidence related to specific learning within the experiences and outcomes (Es and Os).

Assessment approaches will focus on breadth, challenge and application of learning. Assessments may be formative or summative and it is recommended that a variety of  approaches are used – make, write, say and/or do- with pupil involvement in assessing progress and identifying next steps in learning.
Reporting using the terms Developing, Consolidating and Secure

	Developing

earner …

• has started to engage in the work of the new level;

• is beginning to make progress in an increasing number of outcomes across the breadth of learning described in the experiences and outcomes for the level.
	The learner has 

started to make some progress in increasing depth and breadth within the new level.

begun to develop increasing skills and knowledge across a range of outcomes within the subject contexts or some of the organisers for the curriculum area

	Consolidating

• has achieved a breadth of learning across many of the experiences and outcomes for the level

• can apply what he/she has learned in familiar situations; and

• is beginning to undertake more challenging learning and to apply

learning in unfamiliar contexts.


	Building on previous learning and progress,

the learner has demonstrated a broader range of skills and knowledge across many of the outcomes within all the subject contexts / all the organisers for the curriculum areas.

The learner has applied this broader range of skills and knowledge in familiar situations which might include:

· learning within the curriculum area

· another context for learning with which pupils are confident and familiar

· through meaningful peer and/or self assessment

The learner has begun to acquire more difficult skills and knowledge and begun to apply these for example

· in new contexts across learning not previously experienced

· in other areas of the life and work of the school

· within the context of personal achievement

· by confidently explaining their learning to others

A degree of support (adult, peer, scaffolding) may be required for learning and progress.

	Secure

• has achieved a breadth of learning across almost all of the experiences and outcomes for the level, including any significant aspects of the curriculum area

• has responded consistently well to the level of challenge set out in these experiences and outcomes

Secure cont.

• has moved forward to more challenging learning in some aspects; and

• has applied what he/she has learned in new and unfamiliar situations.
	Building on previous learning and progress, 

the learner has demonstrated a broad range of skills and knowledge , including the significant aspects of learning highlighted for reporting, across almost all the outcomes for the subject contexts or organisers for the curriculum area.

The learner has been consistently successful in meeting the level of challenge required across almost all the outcomes for the subject contexts or organisers for the curriculum area.

The learner has begun to develop skills and knowledge required by the next level. 

The learner has successfully applied the broad range of skills and knowledge required by the level , including the significant aspects of learning, for example

· in new contexts (eg across learning, within subject contexts / curricular areas) not previously experienced

· in areas of the life and work of the school that are new

· within new contexts for personal achievement

· confidently explaining their learning to others


“Care should be taken in using these categories for reporting. It will be important to use these to help parents and others understand an individual learner’s progress. Brief qualitative statements based on one or more of the bullets within each of the categories would be appropriate. ...

Teachers should report to parents on their child’s achievement in terms of levels as well as using brief qualitative comments to reflect ‘how and ‘how well’ their child has achieved. ... The levels are not there as hurdles to get over as quickly as possible but rather as staging posts on a journey which offers opportunities for challenge and depth.”
