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read an unfamiliar text with fluency and understanding


demonstrate understanding through answering literal, inferential and evaluative questions and generate their own questions


discuss the style, structure, characterisation and setting of a variety of texts


analyse how the author has created different moods, feelings and attitudes


use the skills of skimming and scanning to select appropriate information from more than one source, make notes and use these to create their own texts, in their own words


assess how useful and reliable their sources are (Critical Literacy)


use evidence from the text to support their views


create a variety of texts (for example report, instructions, poster, leaflet, completion of a form, poem, account) that are clear and logically sequenced, published in a range of media


confidently apply knowledge of common rules and strategies when spelling, using vocabulary and punctuation, including  paragraphs


use and recognise features of figurative language, including simile, metaphor, alliteration, effective vocabulary and word choice


choose appropriate forms of layout for the audience


use descriptive language to engage the reader through the use of interesting openings and conclusions, vocabulary, characterisation and setting


express thoughts and opinions, using supporting evidence, in a wide range of texts for a variety of purposes


deliver a clear and logical presentation using appropriate vocabulary, gesture, tone and facial expression to engage the audience


express their own views and show they value and respect others’ contributions when working in a group including participating in a debate about a given subject


summarise main points when listening and watching performances, make notes and give an account or create a new text in their own words


identify when they are being persuaded or influenced and can evaluate the reliability of the source


ask others to say more by asking questions (Bloom’s Taxonomy)
