What is a school Travel Plan?
A Travel Plan is a document compiled by a school or a campus which sets out a package of short, medium and long-term measures to encourage more children, young people and staff to choose alternatives to the car when making the journey to school.  It signifies an all-round commitment to develop safer routes to school and encouraging active travel.

The need for travel plans has arisen due to growing concerns over:
· Increasing congestion associated with the ‘school run’

· Pupil health concerns concerning inactive lifestyles
· The need for pupils to gain ‘road sense’ and independence
· Road safety issues and concerns partly generated by school run related traffic
· Air quality and climate change

· Less Local Authority funding available which requires targeting
1. AIMS
The aims of this travel plan are:
· To proactively encourage and increase awareness of healthy, environmental and socially friendly travel choices amongst pupils, parents, staff and the wider school community
· To reduce traffic congestion around the school.
· Increase the number of children walking and/or cycling to school.

· To improve safety on the journey to school.
· To increase the number of pupils participating in road safety education.
· To secure funding and initiatives from Clackmannanshire Council and other agencies/partners.

3. School Introduction 

Clackmannan Primary School is the only primary school in the village of Clackmannan.  There are currently 230 children on the school roll with an addition 90 in the nursery.  Children travel to the school from the villages of Clackmannan, Kennet and Forestmill. There are very few children in the school, who travel from outside the catchment area.  Children access the school through a number of gates from Lochies Road, Port Street and Castle Terrace.   The school has benefitted from a living streets scheme, which has made Lochies road largely traffic free during school start and finish times.  Other access areas are quiet residential streets but parked cars are an issue, particularly at school dropoff and pickup times.  
School Times


Breakfast club runs from 8.30-9am and school starts at 9am.


School finishes at 3pm.

The school has over 350 people arriving and leaving every day!

4. Present Travel Patterns
Arrival
Upon arrival at school children have access to bike sheds to store bikes. However, this is not a secure area. There are pegs for coats in each classroom but there is not a lot of space for wet clothes to dry. Staff do not have secure bike storage areas or a cloak room.
Car parking

There are 20 parking spaces for staff available on site. Some parents and children are accessing the car park. Some staff park on adjacent streets depending on their working pattern due to restrictions on Lochies Road.
Pedestrian Access

There are separate access points for cars and pedestrians but not for bikes. 
Cycling Access

There are parking spaces for 20 bikes. Bikes and scooters are regularly stored outside the cycle shed and vandalism and removal of bikes and scooters is an ongoing issue.
School Crossing Patrol

There is a school crossing patrol on Lochies Road.

Travel Information
Lochies Road is open to permit holders only during school start and end times. Lochies Road and Port Street are limited to 20mph. 
5. Map of the school site
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6.  What we are doing already
Clackmannan Primary School is currently an Eco-school. Our Eco-schools committee is currently working on renewing our green flag.  We have a Gold School Sports Award and we work co-operatively with Active Schools to provide sports opportunities for every child.  We work collaboratively with Clackmannan Development Trust to run Bikeability 1 and 2 courses for p5 and p6 children. Children in our ELC participate in Play on Pedals. We have trialled a walking bus to school.  

7. Consultation: Surveys and Data
Families and staff were consulted on their travel to school needs using an electronic survey.
Members of the parent council were asked to share their opinions on specific barriers to active travel to school.

8. Summary of Survey Findings and Consultations
The key points from the surveys responses are:
78% of families live within one mile of the school.

55% of families currently walk to school but 74% of families say walking would be their preferred method of travel to school.

43% of families walk to school due to ease
23% of children regularly bike or scoot to school and nursery

Main issues raised during discussions with parents:

· Alloa Road is very busy and does not have an adequate number of safe crossing points.  

· Castle Street and Castle Terrace are very busy at school start and end times and parents would like to see a safe crossing point on Castle Street.

· The exclusion zone on Lochies Road has improved the situation but enforcement is needed to stop drivers ignoring the no-car zone.

· There are concerns about the number of cars parked at school at pickup and drop off times, and the safety of children crossing between the cars.

9.  Objectives and Targets

Objective:
To promote healthy, active travel choices for pupils on their school journey.
Specific Target: 

To increase the number of pupils travelling to school actively (walking, cycling, scooting, park and stride) by 5%, by the end of summer term 2023.
To increase the number of pupils wearing  helmets when cycling to school by 20%
10. Action Plan
To encourage sustainable travel:
· Arrange a Walk to School Week event

· Investigate installing a secure cycle rack or scooter parking
· Recruit more volunteers to help with cycle training

To promote road safety:

· Use online road safety materials to raise awareness

· Use incentives to encourage helmet wearing for pupils using bikes

· Have the Crossing Patroller / community policeman speak at assembly 

· Support JRSO activity in school 
To raise awareness:

· Keep the local paper aware of work done by the school  

· Celebrate our successes!

· Publish the Travel Plan on the school website

· Create a School Travel notice board.
· Have school travel on the agenda for Parent Council meetings
