At Redwell Primary School we celebrate the achievements of all our pupils both in school and in the wider areas of their lives. Children gain recognition for their achievements, large and small. Every child has the opportunity to succeed and is acknowledged for reaching their personal goals.

We realise that children take part in a wide array of activities outside of school and request that parents share their child’s achievements with us so that we can celebrate them within school.
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Here at Redwell Primary School we show a positive attitude and demonstrate the responsibilities within each of our 5 School Rights and Responsibilities:
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We have the Right to play and the Responsibility to respect school property and equipment.
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We have the Right to learn and the Responsibility to come to school prepared and ready to learn.

· We have the Right to be safe and happy and the Responsibility to be kind and gentle to others.
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We have the Right to be protected and accepted and the Responsibility to co-operate and allow others to play.

· We have the Right to be heard and express our opinions and the Responsibility to listen and show respect to all.
Positive Behaviour Award System (P3 to P7)
Children who consistently follow our whole school positive behaviour expectations earn their full 30 minutes Golden Time each week. 
They will be able to demonstrate that they have shown responsibility within each of the ‘Rights’ of our school charter. If they do so then their class teacher will place a sticker on their class chart. 

Collecting stickers for positive behaviour will motivate the children in successfully gaining a series of awards. They will be presented with a certificate and a metal badge to wear with pride on their uniform.

The system runs throughout the school year as follows:

· 8 weeks of stickers to gain a BRONZE certificate and  badge

· a further 10 weeks to gain a SILVER certificate and badge

· a further 12 weeks to gain a  GOLD certificate and badge

· a further 5 weeks to gain a PLATINUM certificate and badge
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Throughout the school, children can also earn a Golden Ticket for displaying exemplary behaviour, ‘The Redwell Way’. A trophy is awarded to children every fortnight if their name is drawn from the Golden Ticket raffle.
Positive Behaviour Award System (P1 & P2)
In our younger classes the children will focus on one of the Rights from our charter over a term.

There are six identified Responsibilities that need to be demonstrated over a period of six weeks to achieve that Right. These are:

· share equipment

· look after equipment when playing with it

· tidy things away in the correct place
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play fairly and follow the rules

· take turns

· use safe hands and feet

Once a ‘Responsibility’ has been achieved the children colour in a part of their certificate.
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The completed certificate will be sent home at the end of term as a Recognised Achievement.

Children will also be identified on a daily basis to wear a badge in school to recognise their individual responsibility and achievement.
Star Pupil Certificates
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Class teachers will choose Star Pupils from their class who have demonstrated commitment to the Rights and their Responsibilities, have achieved in a particular skill or piece of learning or have shown development within the 4 capacities (Successful Learner, Effective Contributor, Responsible Citizen, Confident Individual)

These are presented at the weekly wing assemblies or the P1-3 and P4-7 assembly to bring home.
Redwell’s Tree of Achievement
 Our ‘Achievement Tree’ takes pride of place in the front foyer.

Achievement leaves are presented to children to acknowledge personal achievements, both in and out of school and hung on the branches of the tree.

Our tree will grow as the year progresses and is a focal point for celebrating children’s wider and personal achievements.
