Dear Parent/Carer,

I hope you find the following information useful. If you have any questions please do not hesitate to contact me via the school email or by calling the office.
General Information
This term PE lessons will continue to take place on Mondays and Fridays with our PE specialist Miss Davies. Children will still be required to come into school wearing PE kit on these days. Please can you ensure that all clothing is clearly labelled with your child’s name. It would also be helpful if your child could bring an extra pair of shoes to school that can be worn for any outdoor learning. This means that lessons can take place outside regardless of the weather. 
Spanish lessons will take place every Wednesday in class with Miss Doyle.

This year’s nativity, A Miracle in Town, will involve all P1-2 pupils and will be recorded to allow you to share this special performance at home with your child. More details will follow nearer the time. The children will begin to learn the songs shortly. I may also send requests for costume items, but these will be minimal as there is a good stock of costumes already in school. 

Homework
Homework will continue to be distributed on a Tuesday via our Google Classroom and should be returned the following Monday. Tasks set for homework should not be new learning, therefore, if your child finds any aspect of homework challenging or unclear please contact me. Homework is a choice and if you or your child would rather not participate in any element of the tasks issued please let me know via our Google Classroom.

Learning Focus This Term
This term Primary 2 will be working hard on their nativity, but will also study the topic Day and Night. We will be learning about this through many curricular areas such as ICT, Science and Literacy. 
We will be learning to:
· Understand and comment on the Earth’s rotation and what it means for us.
· Make observations and comparisons between Day and Night.
· Identify nocturnal and non-nocturnal animals. 

· Study the book ‘The Owl Who Was Afraid of the Dark’.
Primary 2 will also have a small research project to complete at home. Information about this can be found on the Google Classroom. 
In other areas of the curriculum, we will be learning to:

Health and Wellbeing:
· Discuss the different emotions and feelings that we have and learn ways in which we can deal with these.
· Learn appropriate strategies to manage risk and to identify ways in which I can help keep myself and others safe.
Numeracy:
· Continue to use learning activities to consolidate prior learning, e.g. number bonds to 10/20.
· Sequence the months of the year.
· Sequence the days of the week.
· Identify the position of the months of the year, e.g. what is the fourth month?

· Identify the position of the days of the week, e.g. what day comes after Saturday.
· Be able to tell the time (o’clock, half past & quarter past) using a digital and analogue clocks.
· Add and subtract numbers to 20/100 including multiples of 10.
· Continue to develop a range of mental strategies and be able to explain thought processes.
· Complete and interpret information from a bar graph.
Literacy
· Develop our knowledge of spelling, phonics, sight vocabulary, punctuation and grammar and to apply this knowledge in a variety of tasks. 
· Novel Study – The Owl Who Was Afraid of the Dark. Look at key literacy skills such as character studies, word choice, author’s technique, summarising and predicting.
· Participate confidently in listening and talking opportunities. 
How can you help?
· Encourage your child to find out more about aspects of new learning.
· Take time to discuss your child’s learning with them. 

· Encourage children to take responsibility for their belongings, and to ensure they are prepared for the school day (reading book, water bottle etc.).
· Contact myself at the first opportunity if you have any questions, queries or concerns about your child or their learning.
