Contexts for Learning:
Ancient History – The Romans
· Identify the difference between more and less trustworthy sources.
· Locate two or more historical events on a timeline.

· Compare everyday life in the past and present, including clothing, buildings, houses, 
     entertainment and foods.

· Explain the impact/legacy that people from the past have on current times.

Chinese New Year
· Identify and compare some practices and celebrations which are independent of religion.
· Understand how key values, independent of a religion, can be put into action in people’s lives and communities.

Literacy:
· Plan and deliver a group presentation. 
· Ask and respond to different types of questions when discussing the main ideas of a 
    spoken text.

· Identify key facts and ideas when taking notes. (Primary 4)

· Sequence notes taken to create a new text. (Primary 4)
· Apply taught spelling rules to read and spell regular words.

· Use spelling aids to check spelling of unfamiliar/irregular words, e.g. word bank, dictionary, 
     etc.

· Improve fluency and expression when reading.

· Answer a range of literal, inferential and evaluative questions about what has been read.
· Pose questions to others about what has been read.
· Identify homophones and alliteration (P3)/similes and onomatopoeia (P4).

· Write relevant and accurate reports, where information is organised under appropriate headings.
Numeracy & Mathematics:
· Multiply and divide by 2, 5 and 10 (Phase 4).
Multiply and divide by 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10 (Phase 5).
Multiply and divide whole numbers and decimal fractions. (Phase 6)

· Recognise and use fractional notation.

· Find fractions of whole numbers, showing an understanding of equivalences.

· Know the properties of 2-Dimensional shapes

· Identify lines of symmetry in shapes, pictures and patterns. 
Health & Wellbeing

HWB – Primary 3
· Explain ways in which families may differ.
· Discuss friendships and relationships.
· Communicate own feelings.
· Consider stereotypes and gender-biased expectations.
· Understand what is meant by the term disability.
· Use the correct terms when talking about sexual orientation in the context of learning about love.

· Use the correct terms when naming parts of the body.
· Describe what to do to maintain personal hygiene.
HWB – Primary 4
· Identify potential dangers in online environments.
· Know when and how to seek help when faced with potential dangers in online environments.
· Identify trusted adults who can help when we have a worry or question.
· Know the names for the parts of the body required to understand conception, pregnancy and birth.
· Explain how human life begins, what pregnancy is and how a baby is born.

· Discuss some of a baby’s basic needs.

· Demonstrate some basic skills needed to look after a baby.

· Develop serving and sending skills in a variety of contexts.
· Show perseverance and manage own emotions.
PE – Primary 4
· Develop own ability to send objects with increased accuracy.
· Link movement skills with control.
