Contexts for Learning:
History – Knights, Castles and Famous Scots 
· Identify the difference between more and less trustworthy sources
· Locate two or more historical events on a timeline
· Compare everyday life in the past and present, including clothing, buildings, houses, 
     entertainment and foods
· Explain the impact/legacy that people from the past have on current times
Planet Earth
· Explore examples of food chains and show an appreciation of how animals and plants depend on each other for food
· Investigate the types of energy around me and show their importance in human survival.
· Record the changes in the sun and moon over time to describe the changes
· Design experiments to show what plants need in order to grow and, as a result, help grow healthy plants – in relation to Eco Committee

Literacy:
· In reading, use reading strategies to continue to read texts with increasing fluency, expression and confidence 
· Begin to explore a variety of reading comprehension strategies to help understand and explore a text more fully 
· Share our opinions on a text using 3 Sharings

· Create a group presentation linked to our IDL context

· Explore different genres of writing in relation to our IDL contexts – reports, fact files, leaflets and invitations 
· In writing, continue to embed punctuation and grammar rules 
· In writing, explore including connectives in our work to join two sentence together
· Use phonetically plausible strategies to spell, or attempt to spell, unknown words in writing
Numeracy & Mathematics:
· Develop addition and subtraction strategies and apply these in different contexts 

· Some pupils will continue to develop their knowledge of the 2, 5 and 10 times table and their associated division facts and begin to learn their 3 and 4 times table

· Explore recognising coins, counting money and calculating change 

· Examine 3D shapes and identify the 2D shapes within.
· Identify lines of symmetry in shapes, pictures and patterns.
· Develop knowledge of measure in relation to length, volume and weight 
Health & Wellbeing

HWB – Primary 2
· Learning about how bodies grow and naming different parts of the body correctly 
· Developing an understanding of how to look after our bodies 

· Learning to develop respect for my body and what behaviour is right or wrong

· Creating awareness of people who can help with worries

· Learning where plants (fruits and vegetables) come from and how they grow and develop
· Evaluate how friendships are formed and that factors that influence friendships
· Identify various people who look after and care for us
