Context for Learning     
· Ancient China
· Ancient China provides a stimulating historical context for active learning which   

    provides opportunities for planned and purposeful learning experiences. Throughout this topic the children will investigate the difference between life in China and life in Scotland, investigate the different Chinese Dynasties, the Terracotta Army, Great Wall of China, looking at non-fiction texts for information as well as delving into Chinese Art and Design and looking at Chinese music and dance.
Literacy Primary 2s
· Revise handwriting of initial sounds in the alphabet to ensure correct formation
· Revise and consolidate initial sounds and digraphs already taught

· Revise diagraphs: ch, sh, th, ee, oo, ai, oa etc.
· Read and spell cvc words and short words using sounds already learned

· Listen attentively to others in groups and contribute positively
· Focus on personal and functional writing

· Developing sentence structure though use of connectives such as ‘and’, ‘but’, ‘so’ and because’
· Identify and use nouns accurately

· Reading: prediction, sequencing, recap of animal reading strategies- Eagle Eye, Stretchy Snake and Lips the Fish. Introduce Chunky Monkey and Skippy Frog
Numeracy & Mathematics Primary 2s
· Revision of addition/subtraction strategies within 10 extend this to within 20
· Numbers to 100: Identification, sequencing, ordering, number before/after and in-between

· Place Value: Partitioning of 2 digit numbers, look at Tens and Units
· Time: Revision of o’clock times using analogue and digital clocks and introduction of half past timings both analogue and digital.
· Revision of basic 2D shapes and their properties and introduction of pentagon and hexagon
Literacy Primary 3s

· Revise handwriting of initial sounds in the alphabet to ensure correct formation

· Revise and consolidate initial sounds and digraphs already taught

· Revise diagraphs: ai, oa, ie, ee, or, oi, ou etc.

· Read and spell short words using sounds already learned

· Listen attentively to others in groups and contribute positively

· Focus on personal writing

· Developing sentence structure through use of punctuation and connectives such as ‘and’, ‘but’, ‘so’ and ‘because’
· Revision of Nouns and introduction of commas
· Use a variety of Openers to engage their readers and to up level their writing

· Reading: prediction, sequencing, recap of animal reading strategies- Eagle Eye, Stretchy Snake, Lips the Fish, Chunky Monkey, Skippy Frog, Tryin’ Lion and Flippy Dolphin

Numeracy & Mathematics Primary 3s
· Revision of addition/subtraction strategies within 20 extend this is to within 100

· Revision of numbers to 100: Identification, sequencing, ordering, number before/after and in-between

· Introduction of numbers to 1000

· Place Value: Partitioning of 2 and 3 digit numbers, looking at Hundreds, Tens and Units
· Time: Revision of o’clock and half past timings using analogue and digital clocks and introduction of quarter past.
· Revision of basic 2D shapes and their properties and introduction of octogons
Health & Wellbeing Primary 2 and 3

· Focus on Wellbeing. Link this to EmotionWorks Recovery Programme.
