Context for Learning     
· Health and Wellbeing - RSHP – Relationships, Sexual Health and Parenthood – children will explore contexts surrounding building healthy relationships and understanding their own bodies 
· Substance misuse – children will explore how to keep themselves safe, why medicines are used and how to take these appropriately, what is safe to touch and how to respond in an emergency situation 
· Oliver Jeffers – children to explore reading comprehension skills such as visualisation, prediction and making connections to their wider experiences

Literacy
· Identify and correctly form initial sounds in the alphabet.
· Read and spell short phonetically-regular words.

· Read common words.

· Listen attentively to others and contribute positively in groups.
· Use the 3 Sharings to ask and answer questions about a text.

· Contribute in ‘Show and Tell’ sessions.
· In story writing, children will be able to use their imagination to tell and write (a) sentence(s) using who, where, what. 
Numeracy & Mathematics
· Explore numbers up to 30.
· Develop understanding of money through recognising and identifying coins, making amounts and handling change.
· Identify and describe 3D shapes.
· Develop understanding of equal sharing and finding groups of objects.
· Explore a variety of ways to measure.
· Develop problem solving skills through a variety of activities linked to core Numeracy and Maths learning.
Health & Wellbeing

· Children to identify body parts and describe their function. 
· Children to understand ‘appropriate physical contact’ and the PANTS rule

· Children to learn how to care for plants and animals.
· Children to be able to identify people who help them in their lives and in their wider society.

· Children to explore their family, diversity and their own uniqueness. 
· Develop positive relationships with adults and other children.
PE

· Demonstrating how to develop their stamina and speed.
· Children developing and increasing their self-esteem and confidence.
