Chris told his mum to sit on it anyway so she did but just then 2 police men came and shoved her to the ground and she hit her head off the cement and ended up in hospital for a month in a coma and she nearly died.
On another occasion Chris was working at the railway station with his uncle. When the train had just started moving he saw a black man running up to the train. Chris opened the door for him but he didn’t was to get on because it was the whites only bit. Finally Chris got him on but when they were walking through the whites only bit to the non whites bit some police men saw then and beat them both but they beat Chris a little bit but they beat the other man until he was unconscious then they threw him out the train door while it was still moving.
The video conference was a once in a lifetime experience and I enjoyed it a lot. I learned a lot of information from it.
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
