
Recycling in Dumfries 
and Galloway
The way in which households in Dumfries and Galloway can recycle is changing. 

The new service will allow households to easily recycle a range of items from home. 
The majority of households will receive two new wheelie bins for recycling, although 
some properties will receive shared bins or reusable recycling sacks if there is no 
space for wheelie bins.

Households in Wigtownshire received the new recycling service in November 2020 
and it is being rolled out across the region during Spring - Summer 2021. You can
