The Bravery of Judah

Many years ago a cruel king refused to allow the Jewish people to
practice their religion.

Judah was the leader of a group of Jewish soldiers who fought to
protect the Jewish religion.

When Judah's army won back the Temple the Ner Tamid or
Temple lamp was lit. The Ner Tamid is supposed to burn all the
time but Judah's soldiers discovered there was only enough oil
for the lamp o burn for one night. Some soldiers were sent for
more oil. When they returned eight days later the lamp was still
burning. Judah and his followers said this was a miracle which

proved that God was on their side in the fight against evil.
