Our Learning This Term.  
Literacy 
· Reading – Pupils who are doing Accelerated Reading this term will sit a STAR test, which will measure their progress and identify areas for development. Pupils will continue to focus on reading comprehension skills, reading unknown texts and answering questions using evidence from the text. 
· Writing – We are finalising our BBC 2 500 words competition entries. We are focusing on writing biographies this term, with pupils choosing whom to research for these tasks. As we head towards December, our focus will be narrative pieces of writing and using descriptive language and imagery in our writing. 
· Listening and talking – throughout the year, your child will be given a listening and talking exercise to prepare at home. They will then present their work to the class. 
· French – This term we will be studying pets, naming pets and describing pets. 
Maths/Numeracy 
· We will continue to have a BIG push on times tables in class and at home. 
· Work is differentiated in class, therefore pupils will all be completing different work. We will always have a focus on addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. Some focus works this term will be, algebraic thinking, including equations and balancing equations.
Health and Well Being – We will be continuing to focus on Zones of Regulation and identifying how we feel when we come into class in the morning and if we are ready to start learning. 
Christmas – P6 pupils will take part in our Christmas concert this term. P7 will not be part of it this year as they will be focusing on their leavers show in July. P7 pupils have voted for a leaver’s show, a hoodie and a yearbook. 
Pupil Choice – Primary 7 have voted on a leaver’s show and a yearbook. The yearbook takes a long time to put together. Please can you e-mail me a photograph of your child in Primary 1, preferably their first day at school, if you can. If this can be done as soon as possible that would be appreciated. We are starting to collate information now. 



All communication to pupils will come via TEAMS. All pupils have been added and should now be able to access our TEAMS page. I have checked last week, and all pupils can access their GLOW and TEAMS in class.

Homework
We have a large number of children not completing their homework. The homework set is to support pupils learning and is set on work that has been completed in class. 
· Spelling – Your child will receive an individual spelling list which will be assessed once per fortnight in class. Most children will also receive 10 phonics spelling words per week. These will be assessed in class on a Friday.
· Reading – Your child will receive a reading book once per fortnight. Sometimes your child may receive an additional task on their reading book. This may be their Accelerated Reading book, or a book given by the class teacher.
· Maths – Maths homework this year will take place via Sumdog. We are currently working our way through the diagnostic assessments. Once these have been completed, I will assign tasks for your child. Like reading, tasks will be given once per fortnight. 
· From time to time, pupils may get an extended piece of homework on a context. Plenty of time will be given to complete this task and all other homework will be tailored back during this time.
