Curriculum Areas
Language and Literacy
· Reading- Most pupils will continue to engage with Accelerated Reading, reading daily for 30 minutes. In addition to this, we will continue to work on reading skills such as comprehension of a text. Pupils will continue to get reading books every 2 weeks as homework. 
· Writing – We will be working on Exposition writing this term. We will also be doing a block of personal writing, P6’s writing to their buddies and P7’s writing to their S1 English teacher. We will also be opening our letters that we wrote to ourselves at the start of our P6/7 year. Let’s see if we have achieved everything we wanted. Handwriting will remain a focus for everyone this term. 
· Listening and talking – this term pupils will be continually assessed on their listening and talking skills. It is important that we learn the skill of listening when someone is talking. 
Maths and Numeracy
· Number – all pupils will continue to focus on their 4 processes and consolidating and reinforcing their times tables knowledge. This will be a priority for the remainder of the year. Times tables will continue to be a focus for all pupils. 
· Data handling – This term all groups will be looking at the mean, median, mode and range of a set of data. We will also be revising data handling, answering questions on a graph and creating a variety of different graphs, also using digital technologies to support our learning. 
· Shape – We will be looking at symmetry, rotation of shapes and tessellation. 
Health and Well Being – transition exercises to secondary school and P7. P6’s will be working with Mr John Alison and Active Schools for Young Sports Leaders. We will continue our work on changes to our bodies as we grow older. 
Interdisciplinary Learning – We will be looking at another pupil choice this term. This will be decided in term 4. 
Expressive Arts – We will be continuing with one- and two-point perspective. We will be looking at sketching and shading.




Welcome back to our fourth and final term in P6.7. This term is an extremely busy term. We have Sports Day, Rock UK, City trip for P7, Young Sports Leaders and much more. Homework will continue to be set and given out on a Tuesday afternoon, to be handed in on a Monday morning. This term sees the start of transition to secondary school for the P7’s and transition to P7 for the current P6’s.
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PE with Mr Sharp and Class Teacher
Our specialist for the year is Mr Sharp. His subject is PE and will be delivering experiences and outcomes from his curricular area to pupils throughout the school. Pupils will work with Mr Sharp who will deliver their PE entitlement as well as linking in with literacy and numeracy activities. Each pupil should receive 2 hours of PE during the school week.
Please ensure your son/daughter comes to school prepared for the weather. We have an all-weather MUGA, so there will be times when pupils will be out in inclement weather. 
Our PE days are Monday and Tuesday. All PE this year will be delivered by Mr Sharp. Jewellery should not be worn, and long hair should be tied back for health and safety reasons. If your child has stud earrings in, tape should be provided, or your child can ask me, and I will give them some. 
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Homework
We have a large number of children not completing their homework. The homework set is to support pupils learning and is set on work that has been completed in class. 
· Spelling – Your child will receive an individual spelling list which will be assessed once per fortnight in class. Most children will also receive 10 phonics spelling words per week. These will be assessed in class on a Friday.
· Reading – Your child will receive a reading book once per fortnight. Sometimes your child may receive an additional task on their reading book. This may be their Accelerated Reading book, or a book given by the class teacher.
· Maths – Maths homework this year will take place via Sumdog. We are currently working our way through the diagnostic assessments. Once these have been completed, I will assign tasks for your child. Like reading, tasks will be given once per fortnight. 
· From time to time, pupils may get an extended piece of homework on a context. Plenty of time will be given to complete this task and all other homework will be tailored back during this time.
