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We will revise our knowledge of money, addition and subtraction and use coins and notes to pay an exact amount for an item or give change when required. 


We will be learning how to use multiplication and division vocabulary, lay out a multiplication sum horizontally (e.g. 2 x 3 = 6) and use times tables facts to multiply or divide 2 digits. Some of the children will be focussed on subtraction this term.


We will be using folding, cutting and printing to create symmetrical shapes and patterns and looking to the environment that are symmetrical. 


Finally, we will be looking in to the ideas of chance and uncertainty beginning to use language which reflects the likelihood of something occurring; likely, unlikely, certain, never, possible and impossible.





Reading 


We will be reading books from our schemes (Oxford Reading Tree/ Jelly & Bean) within our groups. Pupils are asked to practise their reading at home.


We will be ‘Predicting, Clarifying, Questioning and Summarising’ as part of reading comprehension. You are encouraged to ask children to predict, clarify words, answer questions and ask children to summarise texts that are brought home. 





Writing


We will be learning how to write imaginative stories using adjectives and WOW words that we have learned as part of grammar to describe our characters and setting.


Children are still encouraged to write ‘Happy Sentences’ using capital letters, finger spaces, full stops and neat handwriting. 


We will be learning about different types of poems and writing our own, as well as features of poetry (e.g. repetition and rhyme, verse). 





Listening and Talking  


We will be learning how to listen carefully to instructions and follow them. We will also be learning to listen and respect others during class discussions and group tasks. We will be doing Show & Tell throughout the week with children encouraged to talk to the class and answer questions about one of their latest achievements and bring in any trophies / certificates / photographs / artwork to show.





Spelling 


We will be learning a different sound every week and practise our words daily. We will be learning how to spell high frequency/ common words on a weekly basis and these will be tested at the end of each ‘Spelling Block’. Dictation will take place on a Friday to assess our weekly sounds/spelling. 








The Victorians


Our topic this term is the Victorians. We will start the term looking at the life and family of Queen Victoria seeking to draw conclusions about her role in past events. We will be looking to make comparisons between Victoria’s time and the present through toys, school and work. We will be using a trip to the McMillan Hall for an exploration of a local point of interest and examining photographs of the past.


Later in the term we will be looking at and modelling Victorian technological achievements in 2D and 3D – using appropriate tools and joining methods to construct a model – justifying choices in design challenges and examining the properties of materials.





Expressive Arts 				RME			





We will be exploring Creation stories and describe beliefs Christians have about God and Jesus. 


We will be discovering how Christian communities demonstrate their beliefs through prayer, worship and special ceremonies. We will develop respect for the practices and traditions of others.


We will become aware of the ways in which Christians celebrate different times of year 


(e.g. Easter) and relate these to our own life and community.





Art – We will be designing, drawing and building our own inventions. We will create objects using 3D materials. We will be describing the texture of objects and explain what texture means.





Music/Dance – We will continue to use Charanga for classical vocal warm-ups. 





Drama – we will be learning about skills such as expression and voice in different roles, linking these to Scottish poetry.


We will be acting out scenes showed in the past and the present (e.g. making bread/ writing a letter). 








P.E. – We will be focusing on gymnastics and fitness this term. We will be performing movements on the floor and showing basic control when moving and when still. We will be rolling, jumping and landing in different ways as well as balancing for more than 3 seconds. We will demonstrate stamina, speed, strength and flexibility and show that we understand how these concepts affect our ability in gymnastics. 





Health – We will be learning about Nutrition - Food and Health. We will be sorting foods into the correct sections of the eat well plate and make healthy choices when preparing meals which contribute to a healthy diet. We will be analysing how the school menu fits in with the eat well plate. We will learn to value the social aspects of food and enjoy new tastes. We will also be learning about hygiene and how important it is to keep healthy. We will be considering how germs are spread when hygiene procedures are not followed. 


We will be learning how to protect ourselves and others, as well as assess and manage risk. We will be demonstrating how to keep ourselves safe and how to respond in emergencies. We will learn how to travel safely. 





Health and Wellbeing





In science this term the children will be exploring how forces can change the shape or motion of an object, considering both forces in contact with an object and those which act over a distance. The children will be exploring the effects of friction on motion and explore ways of improving efficiency in moving objects and systems.


The children will be developing their understanding of the concepts of buoyancy and density.





Weekly spelling homework is due back on Friday.  Suggested activities can be spread across the week so that an individual activity can be completed each night with revision on Thursday for dictation test on Friday.  Reading homework is given out during the week. Please sign homework diaries and comment if you wish.  Maths is given out as appropriate. Please look at your child’s homework and sign their homework jotter.  Thank you.
