Pupils will continue to use ICT in all areas of the curriculum.  Focus will be on;


Extending and enhancing  skills in digital technology by collecting, analysing and using software appropriate to task.





Reading -We will continue to further develop reading using the Collaborative Strategic Reading  approach and Fiction Express, to deepen knowledge and understanding of text and to develop answering and constructing questions for Higher Order Thinking Skills.  Emphasis will also be directed at the importance of reading and the skills of reading, in and out with school, for future learning progress.


Writing -   


Imaginative and functional  writing will be carried out, applying it mostly  to topic based knowledge and experiences. This will encourage use of suitable vocabulary, content and organisation.  Planning will play a large part in targeting these areas.    Grammar and spelling strategies will be developed throughout.


Listening and Talking –  Learning a Scottish poem will be at the beginning of term 3 in celebration of Burns Day. Children will continue to recognise features of their own and others language.  Continue to use listening and talking to ask and answer relevant questions, show understanding  and communicate clearly.
