Reading 


P1 – We will be focusing on letter sounds and on the recognition of the sounds. We will begin to blend letter sounds together to read words .We will also be introducing tricky words and we will be reading big books together to familiarise pupils with sentences and punctuation.


P2 – We will be focusing on digraphs and cvc words to develop reading skills. We will be looking at different kinds of texts and developing comprehension skills.


P3 – We will be considering different types and features of genre. Pupils will be developing skills to identify key points from text and looking at characters, events and setting.


Writing -   


P1 – We are beginning to write letters and use pictures and drawings to communicate meaning.


P2 – We will be using phonics strategies to spell known words and will be focusing on sentence structure and using neat writing.


P3 – We will be looking at sentence structure, punctuation and the use of vocabulary and conjunctions to develop sentences.


Listening and Talking –  


P1 – Pupils will be encouraged to present their work to each other and to share their feelings and ideas.


P2 – Pupils will focus on developing verbal and non verbal communication skills. We will be focusing on facts and opinions.


P3 -Pupils will be developing questioning techniques.

















Our topic will be: Me, my family and my community.

We will also be looking at features of the local community such as housing, agriculture and landscape.
