Reading -We will continue to further develop reading using the Collaborative Strategic Reading (CSR) approach, to deepen knowledge and understanding of text and to develop answering and constructing questions for Higher Order Thinking Skills. Emphasis will also be directed at the importance of reading and the skills of reading, Literacy Boxes will be used to maintain and enhance CSR and encourage these skills to be transferred into all reading/understanding activities.  Encouragement to read aloud and in different contexts both in and out with school will continue, for future learning progress.


Writing -   


Imaginative and functional  writing will be used applying it mostly  to topic based knowledge and experiences. This will encourage use of suitable vocabulary, content and organisation.  Planning will play a large part in targeting these areas.    Grammar and spelling strategies will be developed throughout linking learning from class teaching..


Listening and Talking –  Writing and preparing for a speech using and applying verbal and non-verbal techniques and engaging the audience through application of persuasive strategies. 














In Art we will be investigating and learning about the Pop Art Movement with particular focus on Keith Haring. We will create artwork in his style with a focus on colour and cartoon images.





Will cover: independence, interdependence, self awareness and self esteem and everyday issues. We will also have a focus on Mental Wellbeing, Resilience, and Mindfulness.





Miss Milroy will be delivering our HWB programme of study covering Safety looking at how to manage risk, protect themselves and others, and to reduce the potential for harm when possible. This will also link to Healthy Lifestyles with a focus on developing  an understanding of the effects drugs and alcohol have on the human body.

Homework diaries are not in place at the moment due to COVID-19 regulations however, to progress reading comprehension and to have firm foundations in mental maths for success in future  maths topics, children will be given set work for Fiction Express and spelling/Maths/Numeracy on Sumdog, as well as advised to access Top Marks regularly for 5/10mins to have rapid recall and sound knowledge in bonds, complement, halves and doubles.  Children are encouraged to use their digital technology knowledge to email themselves notes on work to be completed and passwords.  Information on work which arises on a less regular basis can be found on Teams in the same way as during lockdown.  Further information will be given regarding this and when it will commence in the near future.





Pupils will continue to use ICT in all areas of the curriculum. We will also be carrying out STEM challenges to promote science and problem solving strategies.
