Reading 


Guided Reading – Children will continue to work on the Oxford Reading Tree/ Literacy World schemes at their own specific level.  Children are heard in their reading groups at school twice per week.

Independent Reading – On Mondays, the children read independently in class and maintain their own reading record.  


Writing

Listening and Talking
