Reading 


P1 – We will continue to revise all our sounds and digraphs and continue to learn our tricky words. We are developing our reading skills through guided reading and are beginning to expand our comprehension skills.


P2 – We will look at expressing opinions about stories and relate stories to our own life. We will continue to develop phonetic strategies for reading and continue to learn our tricky words.


P3 – We will be developing our independent reading skills and reading comprehension. 


Writing -   


We will continue to incorporate Stephen Graham writing into lessons.


P1 – We are working on sentence structure, with a focus on capital letters, full stops and finger spaces. We are introducing connectives into our writing.


P2 – We will be writing information reports, based on our topic. We will be developing the structure of our sentences and begin to introduce verbs, adjectives and nouns into our writing.


P3 – We will be looking at writing information reports. We will be learning to introduce alliteration into our writing and be looking at synonyms and antonyms.


Listening and Talking –  


P1 – Pupils will continue to consider taking turns and good listening skills. We will be presenting a short talk on our topic to the class and will continue to re-enact stories together.


P2 – Pupils will focus on contributing knowledge to discussions, and we will participate in a small debate on our topic. We will also present an information report to the class.


P3 – We will be focusing on planning and sharing information to a larger audience through a debate and short presentation, both related to our topic.





Other Information


Homework – please try to practise sounds and spelling words whenever possible. Pupils will be tested on these sounds/words on a Friday. Numeracy home learning walls are available on the class Team, under the appropriate math’s group.
