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Dumfries and Galloway Secondary Schools: 
Senior phase options out with your child’s school provision

As part of the school options process and to help young people find their next steps in learning, young people in their Senior Phase (S4-6) are able to choose courses that are delivered by other/different teachers, trainers and college staff. This is increasingly becoming a normal part of the options process or ‘offer’ at this stage in secondary schools.
To complement and broaden senior phase choices and the development of learning pathways for young people across the region, there are a number of courses being offered in 2021-22 by other ‘learning providers’ in Dumfries and Galloway and the South West of Scotland. These include:
