Absence

Parents and carers are reminded to alert the school office of children’s absence by 9.15am on the first day of absence.  The school telephone number is 01563 521459.  If children have had a sickness or diarrhoea bug, they must stay off school for 48 hours after the symptoms have stopped.  If your child has not turned up for school and we have no reason for their absence, we will contact you by telephone or text message to advise you. If we get no contact from you we are required by the Scottish Government to take further steps, including involving other agencies, to ensure that you and your child are safe. The school has a responsibility to ensure the wellbeing of all our children. It is therefore important that mobile numbers are kept up to date.  If you do not have a mobile number the text will be sent to a land line. 
If a child is late in arriving at school, they should report to the main office before going to their classroom.
