Most Gypsies, Roma and Travellers live in 
houses or permanent sites, but some choose to live in caravans 
and travel around. They have their own beliefs, histories, cultures 
and languages. 

Problems Gypsies and Travellers Face
•	People who travel have to have permission to 
park their caravans. This makes it hard for 
those who travel to find a place to stop. 

•	All children have to go to school, but for families that choose               
to travel around it can be hard to find places in schools for  
their children.

•	Some people can be really unkind to Gypsies, Roma and 
Travellers, because they think they are different.
