There are lots of little transitions during the day in school, e.g. getting jackets 

off, washing hands, sitting on the carpet, tidying up toys etc. Some transitions 

are easier than others! Other transitions are bigger, for example starting 

school. All children need help in preparing them for transitions. 

We would normally have started our transitions into primary school last term, 

but due to the current restrictions the activities your child would have taken 

part in have been altered.
