
i before e except after c but      only when the sound is ee. 


When adding the suffix able to a word that ends in e, we nearly always drop the e.

Example:
recognise + able = recognisable
The shun sound at the end of a word is nearly always spelt tion.

NEVER spell it with sh except in fashion and cushion. 

To make plurals of most nouns that end in o, add es.

E.g. hero becomes heroes

However there are some exceptions.

For Musical words and words ending in oo just add s.

E.g. piano becomes pianos


 Change ie to y before adding ing.
E.g. tie becomes tying.

After a short vowel, double the consonant.

E.g. hopping.

When adding all or full to another word drop an l.

all + so = also

help + full = helpful

To make plurals of words 

ending in f, remember to change the f to v before adding es, except in belief and chief.




To make plurals of words ending with ary, ery or ory,                  remember to change the y to i before adding es.

E.g. secretary becomes secretaries

A letter or group of letters added to the beginning of a

word to make a new word.

semi, un, in, im, en, dis


A group of letters added to the end of a word to make a new word.

able, ous, ious, ment, ness

 Part of a word that contains a single vowel sound.

‘book’ has one syllable
‘reading’ has two syllables

Two or more people or things.

one mouse - two mice

one thief - five thieves


When adding a suffix to a word ending in y 
(that sounds like ee in bee) 

you must first change the y to i.
