Activity 1
 
Making the Characters.
 
Resources 

Empty toilet roll tubes or half of a kitchen roll tube
Pens/pencils/ crayons 
Old scraps of material and/or wool
Glue/sticky tape
Scissors 
Paper 
Cardboard boxes 

Help your child to create the characters and then encourage your child to use the characters to play imaginatively with, this could be either to retell the story or to make up their own stories, this will encourage their language skills as well as helping them to think up their own ideas.
If you want to extend your child’s learning further you could perhaps have them make grandmas cottage out of old shoe boxes or similar.
To further challenge your child you could have them draw the story encouraging a beginning, middle and an end, perhaps writing some key words for them to scribe. 


Activity 2

Maps

Provide pens and paper for your child  to draw out a map from Little Red Riding Hood's house to her grandma's cottage, you could use this opportunity to discuss other things she may have saw or heard on her travels that day, i.e. birds, squirrels or trees and leaves, she may even had passed bike riders for example.

This, as well as the characters activity, would also be a good time to discuss stranger danger with your child and would they know what to do if they got lost outside etc?
