Drop-off and Collection times – August 2025 

From our return in August, we will be introducing the following: 

You can continue to drop-off between 8:40am and 9am. We ask, as much as possible, to be 

on time to the ECC as we will go over the daily routine and expectations for the day, and it 

really helps children to be able to have the opportunity to feel prepared for their day.  



We are introducing set times for our reception doors opening for collection, and this is to 

ensure we can prepare children for collection and ensure we have all relevant information to 

hand, for example, first aid forms, medication, or just what your child had for lunch. It will 

also help children feel more settled, and keep engagement levels in learning, as this can be 

disrupted if the doors open and close frequently, particularly in the afternoon.  

The door will open at 12:45pm for anyone who wants to collect after lunch. It will close again 

at 12:55pm and will not be opened again until 2:15pm. This is for anyone who wishes to 

collect children before heading to another Centre, setting or school. It would be helpful to let 

us know if this is likely to be suitable for you and your child. The doors will close at 2:25pm, 

and not reopen until 2:40pm. You can collect your child between 2:40pm and 3pm, however 

we would kindly ask for all children to be picked up by 3pm. From August, our staff will have 

a late night for paperwork, but this means they will be finishing at 3:15pm on a Friday.  

We also appreciate there may be times where you need to collect your child for an 

appointment etc. which falls out with the above times. Please let us know in advance so we 

can arrange to have your child ready for you. Please note, there are no changes to times for 

our children who attend the Farm Room or for our morning session children in the Ocean 

Room. As a reminder these are 9am – 11:30am / 12:30pm – 3pm. Good time-keeping is 

appreciated.  

In the Jungle Room, we will now be gathering in our keyworker groups at collection time and 

would kindly ask parents/carers to come into the room to collect your child from their 

keyworker. You can still come into the playroom in the morning if you wish.  

Thank you! 

Firstly, we would like to thank all our families for the very kind and thoughtful gifts we have 

received. Although these are not necessary, these are very much appreciated.  

We would also like to thank you for your continued support of the ECC, with all the kind 

donations of wipes, kitchen roll and clothes, as well as your time and participation in different 

events we have held over the year, or the questionnaires we have sent out to help us on our 

improvement journey.   

We would like to thank our children; in helping you grow, you have helped us grow, both as 

individuals and as a Team. We wouldn’t be Team Cairns without you all and it has been 

amazing to see each one of you make progress this year. For our children moving on to 

primary school, continue to shine like the stars that you are. We might not have you in our 

Centre as long as your primary school will, but we remember each and every child that comes 

through our doors and takes a special place in our hearts. For our returning children, we look 

forward to seeing you back in the ECC from Wednesday 20th August onwards.  

Lastly, I’m sure you will all join me in thanking our amazing staff in the ECC: Support Assistants, 

Practitioners, Leadership Team, Clerical staff, Domestic staff, Catering assistants, Community 

Practitioners, and Robert, our Janitor.
