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Curriculum Overview – ‘Kilmarnock Town Trail’ - Mrs C. Samson – P5SCC
Below is an overview of the work which will be covered by the class this term.
Literacy 
Narrative/ Writing - We will be using the story by Roald Dahl ‘Fantastic Mr Fox’ to support us, as to develop the different literacy skills with a focus on sentence structure and building on the vocabulary we use in our written work.
Reading- We will be following ‘The Bug Club’ scheme, to work on developing our reading fluency and comprehension skills.
Grammar- The focus the rules of language and build on our vocabulary. 
Numeracy
To explore numbers and to understanding that they represent quantities through:
· Place Value: Thousands, Hundreds, Tens and Units, ordering numbers, identifying number patterns within 1000.
· Numbers to 1000 with addition and subtraction calculations relating to problem solving
· Explore different ways of working out the area of a shape.
· Big Maths – Each Friday we will be working through mental maths questions that we have developed throughout the week at the start of the maths lesson. These build on building the confidence in quick calculations of all the four maths operations 
Health and Wellbeing
· To develop skills and techniques that support with improving levels of performance, in P.E lessons, we will be focussing on ball skills and team games, this term.  The PE lesson are on a Thursday morning after break, the children will be supported and encouraged to change into PE kits. 
· To be aware of how cleanliness, hygiene and safety can affect health and wellbeing.  This will be through activities each day, daily mile, daily relaxation, and daily dental health - brushing our teeth and discussing of the importance of looking after our teeth.
· To support the children in understanding their emotions and the emotions of others, we will be developing the emotional literacy following ‘Zones of Regulation’ sessions with a focus on the children understanding and expressing how they are feeling as well as developing strategies to support them to regulate their emotions independently.
Expressive Arts 
· Art- We will be using different media, paints, crayons, felt pens, collage … linked to the topics in RME and seasonal art.
· Music – We will be using percussion instruments to begin to follow a simple rhythm and pattern. 
Science  
· We will be studying the function of the circulatory system (heart and blood vessels), for example, transport of food, oxygen and waste materials.  This will be supported with the use of Alisa hospital health resources, to investigate our own heart rates and identify has this is affected.  
Social Subjects
· This is directly linked with our topic, ‘Kilmarnock Town Trail, we will be interpreting historical evidence to build a picture of local heritage and present the information on the different key places in Kilmarnock.
RME (Religious and Moral Education)
· The focus will be Christianity through looking closely at different bible stories. 
Technology
