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Below is an overview of the work which will be covered by the class this term.

· Blending sounds to make CVC words. High frequency words. CVC and high frequency words activities and games.
· Bug Club reading scheme to continue developing reading skills.
· Sentence building cut and paste activities.
· Structured language activities including Orchard games Wiggly Worms, Match and Spell, Alphabet activities and alphabetical order. Phonics activities.
· Listening to peers news and talking about own news to develop language skills.
· Active Literacy – Introduction of ee, oo, ck, ai, oy and oa sounds. Cut and paste activities. Locating sounds in a text. Matching words to pictures. Words beginning and ending with sounds. Education City and Busy Thing activities.
· Letter formation. Overwriting and underwriting letters of the alphabet. Holding a pencil correctly.
Numeracy
· Addition and subtraction within 20
· Technology activities including addition and subtraction to 20.
· Time – half past. Using clocks, playdough mats adding hands to clocks.
· Recognising money/coins to £2. Sorting coins. Using coins to pay for items in play shop.
· Counting in 10’s up to 100 and beyond. Interactive songs and games on Promethean Board.
· Counting in 5’s up to 100 and beyond. Interactive games and songs on Promethean Board.
Health and Wellbeing
· PE (Mrs Conelly) Ball skills and following basketball instructions.
· Relaxation. Following instructions while listening to meditation story. Lying quietly.
· Fine motor skills activities including using stencils and Scratch Art, playdoh, lollypop stick activities, threading activities and construction – Lego and K’Nex

Expressive Arts
· Music (Mrs Conelly) including Super Simple Songs online and learning Christmas songs. Using instruments, following rhythm. Dynamics of music including loud and quiet sounds.
· Signing to ‘It was on a starry night’
· Halloween art and crafts following on from ‘Room on A Broom’ and ‘A Magical Muddle’
· Christmas crafts
· Topic – Festivals related art and crafts
