Below is an overview of the work which will be covered by the class this term.
Topic: Weather
Literacy
· Explore and learn Makaton signs from songs - Singing Hands.
· Explore and use basic Makaton signs/boardmaker symbols to communicate basic wants/needs.
· Match/recognise/sign days of the week/months of the year/seasons. 
· Listen and respond to weather-themed stories and sensory books.
· Pre–Reading – weather snap cards/vocabulary cards.
· Develop fine motor skills –Pencil Control worksheets/activities.
· Develop pre-writing skills/overwriting/writing skills – playdough mats and writing pattern sheets. 
Numeracy 
· Sequencing numbers within 10/20 and 50.
· Differentiated addition activities using props and visual aids.
· Sorting and matching by size, shape and colour.
· Time – using calendars to sequence days of the week/months of the year.
         -  sequencing weather events – day/night, sunny/rainy. 
Health and Wellbeing
· Independent Skills – putting on shoes, jacket, fastening jacket, etc.
· Social Skills – listening, waiting, taking turns, getting ready, sharing, lining up, learning school rules.
· Maintaining positive relationships with staff and peers.
· Building relationships with other staff within the school and specialists.
· Rights and Responsibilities 
· Personal hygiene – toothbrushing/washing hands for snack and lunch.
· Understanding emotions of myself and others
· Daily relaxation to support regulation 

PE – big and small ball skills, rolling, throwing and catching, climbing and jumping.

· Weather crafts for display.

· Role play for dressing up for different weather conditions (suitable clothing).

· Weather experiments – making rain in a jar, melting ice, blowing bubbles.
