Outdoor Area

Absences

Please remember to alert the office of children’s absences by 9.15 a.m. for the morning session and 1.15 p.m. for the afternoon session.  If children have had a sickness or diarrhoea bug, they must stay off for 48 hours following the last bout.  If we do not receive a call, we will contact you by telephone or e-mail.  So, please ensure that you contact details are kept up-to-date.
Dressing for the weather

As we can be out in all weather, it is helpful if the children have appropriate outdoor clothing.
