	John has adapted to the new nursery routine well and is coping fine with his new hours of 1.15pm to 6.00pm.

John is met by Maureen or his key worker when coming in to the playroom and we are often greeted with a smile or laugh.  John is comfortable and confident in the playroom is supported to mark make on his name card.  John joins in with welcome time and group time and his friends often support him in any task he undertakes.  John enjoys singing at song time and is supported carrying out the actions to match the words.  John often becomes quite animated during this time, showing his enjoyment and the positive impact the songs are having on his overall nursery experience.
John also listens to song and rhyme within sensory play which include tac pac to the beat of the music and helping John to anticipate what action is coming next.
Within the nursery we have Word of the Week (WOW Word) the aim of this is to help extend the children’s vocabulary by learning a new word each week and encourage the children to use this word within the playroom and continue to use it at home. 


	John is still continuing explore patterns and colours through sensory play with soil, shaving foam, bubbles and play dough incorporating touch, sound and sight.  John has been exploring different materials within the playroom including shredded paper, ribbon and stringy soap.  John often shows a preference to which materials he enjoys most by rubbing the material continuously.

	John accesses all areas of the playroom, with support from Maureen or his keyworker.
John makes friends easily within the playroom and the children are always interacting and including him in their play.
John, weekly, participates in tac pac with Maureen, where music is played and items with different sensory experiences are used.  John is able to, by body language and sound, indicate when he doesn’t like something.  During tac pac sessions John is building strength to move on to his front but is now wriggling about freely along the carpet.
John also accesses the sensory box within the playroom, where he has lots of items dangling that he can watch, listen to and touch.
John now has a box of his own within the playroom filled with his favourite sensory items which he can play with including pom poms and feathers.

John is now accessing his standing frame and is spending up to twenty minutes in it.  This is providing John with more confidence and giving him a different aspect of the playroom.

John enjoys his high tea and often tries new food.  John has a healthy appetite. After his high tea John normally has a sleep to recharge his energy levels.  


	John continually explores colours and patterns painting in the art area and is developing his fine motor skills grasping the paint brush.

John continues to access the light up toys which help stimulate his sight and touch.

John has been taking part in the tooth brushing routine and although apprehensive at first he is now confident holding the brush and having support brushing his teeth.

John’s two targets are continuing to develop sensory play and building time on standing frame.  These targets are confidently being met each time John is in the playroom.

	Next steps

	John will continue access all areas of the playroom.  In his Pre-school year John will continue with tac pac, sensory play, visual aids and outdoor play area, he will continue to explore new challenges, materials and learn new skills.
