If your child develops a sickness bug they cannot return until they are 48 hours clear of any sickness or diarrhoea. Children must also be clear of a temperature before returning to the centre. We also ask that if your child requires paracetamol/calpol before their session then they should not attend. We appreciate children develop colds etc. at this time of year, however, when children are ill they should be at home as their symptoms can change very quickly.
