The first day you will come to school is Monday 21st August 2023

Please come to school at 9.10am. Miss Crawford the Head Teacher, Mrs Robertson the Depute Head Teacher, and your class teacher will meet you in the playground and welcome you into your new classroom.

End of the day
An adult will come to pick you up (from the P1 door) at 2:50pm. 

From then on (Thursday 24th August) you will come to school at 9:00am. You will line up at the P1 door (at the Sunnyside gate) and your teacher will come out to meet you. You will go home at 3:00pm
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Everyone at Kilmaurs Primary School wears school uniform.
