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We will continue our work on Wraparound spelling, using
root words, prefixes and suffixes to improve our ability to spell wider
sets of words and learn their meanings.

Numeracy & Mathematics

In term 4 we will continue to work on fractions, é})
decimals and percentages, and using these in word

problems and real-life situations. Fluency in times tables is so helpful
in making this easier, and these can be practised using Sumdog,
Topmarks (especially Hit the Button) and using MathsFactLab which
pupils have a login for. We will continue to work on this in Monster
Multiplication Masters in school too.

We will also practise telling the time, working out durations and using
timetables and schedules.
