3) Once your child has logged in they should select the arrow beside ‘My Targets’ (next to the monkey) and play one or more of the selected games.

Routine
It would be beneficial for your child to continue to have some routine and structure to their day, so perhaps there could be small ‘school sessions’ during the day i.e. some number work for 30 minutes, some spelling activities for 20/30 minutes, completion of part of their personal project, then later in the day some personal reading and perhaps some writing. If you have access to the internet this could also include some online learning from Education City, Nessy, Heinemann Active Maths, BBC bitesize etc.
Physical and Mental Health
It is important to keep both our physical and mental health as positive as possible.
The school has introduced the PATHS programme which is being led by Miss Millar. Please check our Tuesday Twitter posts to find out which article we are currently focussing on. All class teachers are also providing weekly Health and Well-Being activities.
