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	1*  Use scrap paper to make a small flicker book.  Write each letter of your word with a stencil on a different page of the book.  Flick through the book to practise your spelling.
	2* Write your words in bubble writing.
	3* Make up a song or rap to help you remember your trickiest spelling words.  You might want to share this with your class.

	4* Get someone to test you on your words. 

	5* Use your other hand to write your words!

	6* Decide which word you are going to spell. Throw a ball with a partner. Every time you throw it, say the next letter of the word until you have spelt it out. Play again.
	7*  Get your partner to spell out the words using their finger on your back.  You have to guess what the word is.

	8* Use your words to write sentences using VCOP and personification.

	9* Draw up a look cover write check grid and practise your words.

	10* Using a water bottle, go outside and squash your water out on the ground spelling your words.
	11* Type your words out on the computer using a different font each time.
	12* Try to put 6 of your words into conversation with the people at home over the course of the week. See if they notice you are using high level words! 

	13* Illustrate each of your words in a funny picture.



	14* Play ‘hangman’ with a partner using your words. (Decide what it looks like before you start)
	15* Use an elastic band or tape to tie 2 pens or pencils together. Use them to write out your words.
	16* Sprinkle talcum powder/flour/rice/sand or similar in a baking tray. Use your finger to spell out your words.
