	Find out if a relative or a local person you know was evacuated during World War 2. Write down some of their experiences.
	During World War 2 fresh fruit and vegetables were hard to come by. Record the fruit and vegetables you eat over the course of one week. Record in a chart/table.


	Write down/cut out/ draw pictures … of words, symbols, pictures or photographs associated with War and Peace. It will be used to make a collage in class.

	List 10 differences between a home in 1939 and a home today.
	Learn how to say ‘hello’, ‘goodbye’ and ‘my name is’, in German.

	Find out about the leaders of the major countries involved in World War 2 and write 5 facts about each.
	Collect photographs, pictures or documents (fiction or non-fiction) about what happened during World War 2.


	Find 5 advantages and 5 disadvantages about living in the country compared with living in a large town/city.
	Locate and either draw/photograph a war memorial/plaque in the Mauchline area.
	Bring in a shoe box of items that you would take with you if you were moved into an Anderson Shelter nowadays.

	Draw a plan of an Anderson Shelter and then use resources to construct a scaled model of one.


	Learn the words of a World War 2 song.
	Create and design a poster to encourage people to take part in the war effort.
	Find two websites about World War 2 and evaluate their good and bad points.
	Find a recipe from the war years. Rewrite on a piece of A4 paper. Add illustrations.

	Design a secret code and ask your family to try to break it.

	What forms of communication would you use to keep in touch with family members if you were evacuated out of Mauchline nowadays?


	Cut out two newspaper articles about war around the world today.
	Look for evidence in Mauchline of railings being removed as part of the war effort.
	Try a form of food rationing for one week (chocolate?().
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
