This project encourages children to think about the concept of "home" and how it reflects different cultures and personal stories.

Homework Task: "What Does 'Home' Mean to You?

Task Guidelines:

- Students can use materials available at home, such as paper, fabric, small toys, and natural items like leaves and twigs, to decorate their shoebox home.
- We advise not to purchase new materials; creativity and resourcefulness are key!
Discussion Points to consider when starting your miniature home:
- What are the elements that make up your home?
- How might homes differ around the world?
- Why is it important to respect and appreciate different ways of living?

Please have your child bring their completed shoebox home to school by Monday 24th March.  We will arrange a classroom display to celebrate their hard work and creativity.
