Numeracy:
The class have been learning all about money with Mrs Morrison. Pick 1 or 2 of the money activities below to complete: 

1. **Coin Sorting Challenge**:
- Give your child  a list of coins in circulation (e.g., 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1, £2).
- Have them find and sort these coins from their pocket money or a jar at home, then write down how many of each coin they have and the total value.

2. **Make a Mini Shop**:
- Ask your child to create a mini shop using toys or household items.
- They should price each item (using round numbers to keep it simple) and create a shopping list for a family member to use.
- As the "shopkeeper," they can add up totals and give change.

3. **Budgeting for a Party**:
- Provide a scenario where they have £20 to plan a small party with snacks and drinks.
- Ask them to make a list of items to buy, estimate costs, and try to stay within the budget.
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4. **Savings Goal Poster**:
- Encourage your child to think about something they want to save up for, like a book or toy.
- Have them create a poster detailing their savings plan, including how much they’ll save each week and how long it will take to reach their goal.

5. **Currency Conversion Exploration**:
- Introduce the concept of foreign currency simply by comparing the British Pound to one or two other currencies.
- They can research and present how much a £1 would be in, say, euros or US dollars, using an online currency converter with parental guidance.
