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Numeracy:
We have started looking at maps and coordinates during maths lessons. Have a go at making your own treasure map! 
1.**Create Your Map:**
- Draw a grid on a piece of paper with 10 columns and 10 rows.
- Label the columns with letters A to J at the top. These are your *x-coordinates*.
- Label the rows with numbers 1 to 10 on the side. These are your *y-coordinates*.
- Your grid will look a bit like a map you might use to find treasure!

2. **Add Landmarks:**
- Choose and draw at least five different landmarks on your map. These could be simple items like a tree, a house, a pond, a mountain, or a treasure chest.
- Mark each landmark with a small drawing or symbol.

3. **List the Coordinates:**
- Write down the coordinates for each landmark. Remember, coordinates are written with the letter first (the x-coordinate) and the number second (the y-coordinate). For example, if your tree is in the third column and fifth row, its coordinates are (C, 5).

4. **Create Clues:**
- Write three clues about the landmarks using the coordinates. For example, "Go to (F, 2) to find the treasure chest."

5. **Optional Extra Challenge:**
- Ask a family member to follow your clues and discover all the landmarks on your map. See if they can spot them all!

**Remember:**
- Coordinates tell you exactly where to go on a map.
- Double-check the coordinates to make sure they're accurate.

**Submit:**
- Turn in your map and your list of coordinates along with the clues.
